1.  P. 2 - Why not say flood management instead of protection? You’ll never really 100% protect yourself from a flood, so you just need to manage the consequences. Calling it that is also more in line with the document’s discussion of multi-purpose flood management strategies.  

2. P. 6 - San Francisco is not listed as an agency that is participating in the preparation of this document, do these comments not constitute participation? 

3. P. 11 - San Francisco is not listed as one of the local watersheds in the table, why not?

4. P. 13 – San Francisco is in the process of delineating the 1% floodplain for the first time and will we soon have flood insurance maps.

Comments About the Document 

· P. 24 - I would list one of the major challenges is not having the political will to prevent development in the more environmentally sensitive areas. 

· P. 28 - It might be more straight forward to say that the economics of private development do not account for the costs of watershed management caused by their development and the real price is not reflected in the real estate costs and are instead transferred to the tax or rate payers when the negative impacts occur in the form of degraded streams and flooding. 

· P. 31 - Stormwater Management Challenges and Issues - The statement that there is a dearth of design, installation, and operation and maintenance experience for stormwater management treatment facilities in semi arid environments could maybe suggest looking to Davis CA, (Village Homes), Los Angeles, Tree People’s pilot projects as well as states such as Arizona and Texas and other Mediterranean Climates such as Australia, New Zealand and Portugal for examples of BMPs and flood management strategies.   

· P. 32  - The statement about infiltration not being feasible neglects to identify other above ground BMPs such as eco roofs, filter tree boxes, and flow through devices such as planter boxes or curb bulb outs that detain the water but do not rely on infiltration as the management strategy. There is also the potential to install household cisterns to retain the large contributing roof surfaces and contribute to beneficial reuse. See the above comment concerning the lack of procedures in semi-arid environments. 

· P. 32 - Another general comment is that the document doesn’t really discuss the integration of Portland-style green streets with creek restoration. In built-out areas, retrofitting the headwater streets and rooftops with BMPs would slow down the water entering the stream and allow it to either later or not at all. 

· General question: Has anyone done a cost benefit analysis of allowing development in the high flood zones? The costs listed for flood damages and the initial investment and ongoing maintenance of these large capital projects might demonstrate the feasibility of buying more of the flood-prone properties.
