Flooding accumulates on adjacent agricultural land, flooding local roads and eventually Interstate 80 (in 1997 and 2005).  In 2005 homes and businesses adjacent to Ledgewood Creek were also flooded.  Interstate 80 is a major regional thoroughfare in the Region and any closing results in economic impacts as well as safety hazzards.
